If your device does not have a video 

camera your image will not show in the meeting. From your 

computer go to Zoom.us and go to Resources then select 

Download Zoom Client and install it. From your smartphone 

go to Google Play Store or Apple Store and search for Zoom 

Free App and download and install it. 

When it is time to join the meeting open the app and then 

click on JOIN A MEETING. You will then be asked for the 

Meeting ID, which is 912 3563 7986.The password is Violette.
